SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

> Enjoying poetry and understanding it.

> Note how the poet visualises fish with feathers, trees that can walk, etc.
> Answering the questions on the poem.

Read and Enjoy

# Read the poem aloud-correctly articulating the words, rhythm, mood and pauses.
% Explain the poem to the students.

# Ask them to name the planets of the solar system.

# Let the students recite the poem in groups.

Outcome: Enjoying and learning to recite and understand the poem-rhythm, rhyme,
modulation of voice.

¥ Let the students do Exercise A on their own. Announce the answers.

# Discuss each question and answer of Exercise B. Write the correct answers on the
blackboard and the students can transcribe them in their books.

Outcome: Answering the questions orally and in writing.

# Tell the names of the astronauts and the students will transcribe in their books.

Outcome: Recognising famous Indian astronauts.
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
